Inviting Birds to Your Garden
All trees and shrubs provide something of value for birds-nesting sites, insect food, shelter from weather and predators and food in the form of mites, berries, seeds and fruit.

The following are a few examples:

Cherries:  sweet, sour, Shuberts, chokecherry

Trees:  Mountain Ash, Russian Olive, Maples, Oaks, White Birch, Conifers

Shrubs:  currants, raspberries, blackberries, blueberries, gooseberries, elderberries and nannyberry
