Like the ambience of moss covered pots?

Create your own …
1. Choose a porous container, e.g. clay or cement.

2. Collect bits of moss (maybe about 1 cup or more) depending on size of container.

3. Place moss and 2 cups of buttermilk in blender and blend.

4. Paint mixture on outside of porous surface of the container.

5. Place container in a shady damp area and spray often to keep it damp. If the container dries out, the moss will die.

6. Planting the container with trailing plants will provide some shade for the growing moss.
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
