RANUNCULUS ASIATICUS

Ranunculus is a tuberous-rooted (claw-like) species of the buttercup family. The large flowers come in shades of white, pink gold and orange, are borne on thin stems and may need staking. The double peony-flowered variety is the most popular

The claw-like tubers should be planted around May 1st in the Ottawa area. Plant the tuber claws down 2" deep in full sun in compost enriched, well​drained but moist soil. The tuber can be soaked in water overnight to accelerate root formation. Plants will bloom in late spring.

In the fall, store the lifted tubers in a cool (5-10oC) frost-free area and in vermiculite or dampened peat moss.
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
