4. Photos may be adjusted for lighting and colour balance, but should not be enhanced by adding or eliminating
photo elements.

5. Only one entry per exhibitor per class. The same image may be entered only once.

6. Take care to ensure photos are entered into the correct class so they do not getdisqualified. Identification of
entries: Please name your digital entries with the following format:

Please submit your entries to Karen Haddon by March 31, 2018. If you wish to have your media (CD/DVD,
memory stick) returned to you, please enclose a self-addressed, stamped envelope. Better yet, when you take
that great photo, why not email it to the coordinator right away. Your photos will be stored in a D2 Photo
2018 folder under your own personal name and entered into the competition next April.
