Key activities included two Advisory Council meetings and a successful District Annual Meeting, hosted by the Kemptville Society. The Annual District Flower and Veg­etable Show, held under canvas at the Experimental Farm in Ottawa, was well attended by exhibitors and visitors alike, despite appalling weather. The district held a first time photographic competition to obtain slides to be used at the upcoming Kingston Convention.

The District Service Award was presented to Gladys Skuffham in recognition of many years of dedicated work for this district and the Almonte Horticultural Society.

A Master Gardener group, sponsored by the Nepean Society, was started in Ottawa-Carleton. The Master Gar­deners have been active, providing notable service to the public. The following is just a sample of the achievements of the 16 Societies in District 2.

ALMONTE

The Society continued its public planting activity, and sponsored a regular program of meetings, two annual flower shows and a youth program.

BEACHBURG

This small, but active Society carried out public plantings at the Lions Club Community Hall, held regu­lar meetings with varied speakers and decorative arrange­ment competitions, conducted community garden tours, and staged a four-day flower show in conjunction with the local Agricultural Society.

DEEP RIVER

This large Society in a small community maintained a very active public planting and equipment loan program. The Society has a hospital "in memoriam" project and an extensive Youth program with 38 members.

EGANVILLE

Activities included major public plantings at a number of locations, regular meetings with competitions, and fund-raising (a plant sale and harvest auction).

GLOUCESTER

Steady membership, an active program of meetings, shows, social events and the delivery of floral arrange­ments to nursing homes were all designed to involve adults and young people.

KANATA-MARCH

This Society has continued its community leadership in public plantings, laying a pathway at the Old Town Hall, entering a float in the Kanata May Fair, and running a full program for members.

KEMPTVILLE

Increased membership at senior and junior levels was reflected in a comprehensive program which included hosting a successful district annual meeting.

MANOTICK

Activities included the planting of trees, bulbs and annuals, a regular program featuring shows in conjunction with meetings, plant sales, and the placing of books in the local library. This was achieved with the help of a substantial membership increase of 35 percent.

NEPEAN, OTTAWA, PAKENHAM, PEMBROKE, PERTH, PRESCOTT, RENFREW and STITTSVILLE­GOULBOURN

In the interest of space, these Societies will be featured in the next Annual Report. They all have varied programs and active memberships.
