ALMONTE

77 members and 24 juniors. This year Almonte featured a number of innovative programs. One such program is the Tomato Trials: Seeds of 23 varieties are distributed and grown. In August, the resulting tomatoes are displayed, tested and evaluated by the membership. Great idea. Another innovative program was one entitled "What do I do with it?" on how to use summer produce and a recipe book for each member.

BEACHBURG

Beachburg, a lively society of 53 members, has a wide ranging program of speakers, flower shows including a three day event at the Beachburg Fair and maintenance of public gardens. Beachburg has very active participation in producing the 1990 Annual District Show to be held in Pembroke September 1, 1990.

CARLETON PLACE

A newer society with 110 members, has undertaken a most interesting, challenging and "growing" project:  a Victorian Garden - at the Victoria School Museum.

DEEP RIVER

A very large society of 650 members and 58 juniors presented an active program of speakers, tours, shows and public plantings.  Deep River specializes in an extensive tool loan program. This year, this innovative society supplied raised beds to enable the disabled to garden at both a local hospital and a senior's home. Along with other northern societies of District 2, Deep River is working hard to make the Annual District Show at Pembroke a great success.

EGANVILLE

A society of 123 members ran a full program of trips, public plantings, informative speakers, a gardening lending library, and extensive involvement with schools and young people.

GLOUCESTER

A strong society of 93 members ran a good program of shows for both adults and juniors, plant sales and excellent speakers. For years, they have won 1st prize for their vegetable tray at the Central Canada Exhibition!

KANATA-MARCH

With 202 members, is a well organized vibrant group whose year is filled with excellent speakers, flower shows, plant sales and public plantings. Their Bumper Contest winning entry was "Gardeners are an earthy lot."

KEMPTVILLE

A society of 212 members and 87 juniors, has a large, dedicated membership which supports their varied and extensive (and expensive!) public planting program. Kemptville also donates flowering plants to seniors, gardening books to the local public library and flower arrangements to local festivities. Their junior program is absolutely top notch - and a model for all societies. Congratulations!

MANOTICK

110 members, has a full schedule of interesting speakers, challenging shows and a wide varied beautification program. It also provides a wide range of seed/plant catalogues to the public at the local library.

NEPEAN

A large, active society of 171 members and 34 juniors, features five flower shows annually, a bazaar, a compost sale, a plant auction, its own photo contest, a trip to Thousand Islands National Park walks and an excellent children's program plus extensive public planting.

OTTAWA

This well established society of 312 members will be celebrating its 100th Birthday in 1992! This year Ottawa took over the Indoor Garden Show after the Indoor Garden Club folded. Ottawa runs an active program of good speakers, many big public shows, a very popular plant auction and helps sponsor the Master Gardener program at the Central Experimental Farm, District Shows and in-house shows.

PAKENHAM

A society of 131 members and 41 juniors, had an excellent year featuring knowledgeable speakers, plant sales, public plantings, and prizes for home and business beautification.

PEMBROKE

A lively, interesting group of 210 members and 8 juniors has a tradition of strong public planting featuring Pansy Patch Park. This year they provided plants for a Senior's Greenhouse; in addition they encouraged beautiful private gardens through their Trillium Awards Contest. Their flower shows are readily accessible to the public thus encouraging future memberships. Pembroke is host of the 1990 District Annual Show on September 1, 1990.

PERTH

Although relatively new, (1984) is a strong, innovative society of 118 members. Recently, it undertook an extensive landscaping project at the Conlon Farm Project, a new vast recreational park and plants and maintains gardens at the Animal Shelter, the cenotaph and the 19th Century Flag Garden. Moreover, they provide money for and help maintain the Round Garden for the Blind. They have a vital Master Gardener Program, a full schedule of excellent speakers, plant sales and provide flower arrangements for public occasions. Perth is hosting the 1990 District 2 Annual Meeting, April 21.

PRESCOTT

A fine society of 54 members and 29 juniors features good speakers, a strong junior gardener program, good plant and flower shows, excursions and public planting.

RENFREW

102 members, has a regular program of meetings, public plantings, plant sales, garden tours and excursions.

STITTSVILLE GOULBOURN

Has 68 members and a regular program of meetings with good speakers, a society photo contest with 140 entries this year and a good junior garden contest with over 100 entries.

WEST CARLETON

This new society located at Carp is in the process of incorporation into the OHA and is District 2's 18th society. It has already a large membership of over 200 and will be a great asset to both District 2 and the OHA because of its organizational talents and its innovative ideas.
