Over 48000 gardeners in Ontario are members of the 243 Horticultural Societies throughout the Province. New ones are sprouting up each year and some societies, such as Ottawa, have been in existence for over a century. The societies are linked by the umbrella organization: The Ontario Horticultural Association (O.H.A.).
